Gem - or diamond-like in shape, the symbol implies 
a twinkle or shimmer effect, reflecting the beauty 
and riches of God and His Kingdom/Heaven as well 
as His wealth. It attests to the abundance of a 
generous father who gives good gifts to his sons 
and daughters, resisting the “orphan spirit.”   

An arrow leads downward from Heaven, pointing 
directly at the word Chicago to emphasize our 
geographic focus.   

OUR COLORS

Bold colors were chosen that imply strength 
and clarity of vision and purpose. 

Warm colors of fire and light in the star-like 
symbol reflect the HEAVEN part of our mission, 
as well as the fire of the Holy Spirit. The strong, 
dark blue references the EARTH, as well as the 
“streams” that will join together for a “greater” 
impact in Chicagoland.   

The gradient burst in the center reflects power, 
explosion, lighting fires, momentum, and origins 
of the dynamic force of the Kingdom. 
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
